
EXPOSURE TIME MASTERY
Prerequisites: none
Your experience and ability to follow guides has helped you master 
Exposure Time settings on your 3D printer.

Occassionally, you may receive an abnormal result as seen here. Please 
remember to keep your focus on both of the Calibration Cones.

Successful top cones on the Failure side 
indicates too long of an Exposure Time. 
The more successful cones, the more 
adjustment that needs to be made to 
Exposure Time.

Failed printing of the top cones on the 
Success side, indicates an Exposure Time 
that it too low. The more of these cones that 
fail, the more time you need add to the 
Exposure Time. 

Orient the Cones of Calibration in the center 
of your build plate with no other objects.

This is the Success Calibration Cone. Our focus is 
for the top cone to print fully on the Success side of 
the object.

This is the Failure Calibration Cone. Our focus is 
for the top cone to completely fail printing on the 
failure side of the object
